Application Review Process
There are two Scholarship Applications.

The St. Mark UMC Scholarship Committee reviews applications. Committee
members are nominated by the St. Mark Committee on Lay Leadership and
elected by the church membership at its annual Charge Conference. If the
Scholarship Committee has any questions or information is missing from the
application, they will attempt to notify the applicant by phone or email.

Awards

Scholarship checks will be handed out during the 10:45 am Sunday worship
service. If the applicant or family member is not on hand to receive the check,
it will be mailed to the address on the application.

If scholarship funds will not be awarded to an applicant for any reason, the
Scholarship Committee will notify the applicant promptly with an explanation.

The dollar amount of the awards is determined by the interest income availa-
ble from the scholarship funds and the number of applicants. Scholarship
funds will be awarded first to full-time undergraduate students.

Awards (Cont.)

If additional funds are available, scholarships will be granted next to part-time
undergraduate students and then graduate students. Part-time students will
receive a lesser award. To assist as many young people as possible, the
Scholarship Committee reserves the right to limit scholarships to any one
applicant to a maximum of 8 semesters.

The Scholarship committee reserves the right to reduce the amount or to deny
an award if the student is placed on scholastic probation, or did not complete
the number of hours indicated on the application of the previous semester.
